In late January 2007, my colleague David Shepherd and I had the tremendous privilege of visiting a prison in South East England. This 
was at the invitation of the prison chaplain. Once a week, Christians in this category C prison meet for Bible study and worship.

There was a strong atmosphere of worship as the men began to gather. Several of them 
began singing songs of worship, even as we were putting the equipment together.

I spoke on the topic “Genesis and the Gospel”. This message is based on Ken Ham’s 
book “Why Won’t They Listen?” and explains how and why we should include the 
teaching of Genesis and creation as we share the Gospel with non-Christians.

The informal talk was listened to very carefully by the inmates. When I finished speaking, 
I invited questions. All the questions concerned how to present the truth to their friends 
on specific issues. It was so encouraging that these men had a heart for their 
non-Christian associates.

We need to pray for such men. Let’s pray that the faith of these men will take them away
from their criminal environment when they are released, so that they will not re-offend. The best hope for prisoners has to be that they will 
repent and put their trust in Jesus Christ.

Media Update
Media opportunities for Answers in Genesis (UK/Europe) staff are still occurring. On 13th January, Paul Taylor was interviewed by the BBC 
Schools Programmes, for a forthcoming broadcast about different views on origins. Professor Richard Dawkins, the well-known 
atheist propagandist and Professor Alister McGrath, a theistic evolutionist were also interviewed separately. Paul’s interview lasted an 
hour, but we know that only about five minutes of material will be used, so please pray about the editing. Paul was interviewed by UCB 
radio on 8th February. The five minute interview was recorded for broadcast on the breakfast programmes of both UCB Inspirational and 
UCB UK channels on Friday 9th February. The interview was friendly and “on-side”, as one might have hoped from Christian stations. 
Another Christian radio station, Day One Radio, interviewed Dr Robin Greer on 25th February. This interview was in advance of Robin’s 
talk in Wednesfield, Wolverhampton that same day. Day One Radio broadcasts to the West Midlands area on DAB (Digital Audio Broad-
casting).

On 1st March, Carl Kerby was interviewed on Revelation TV. This was a good way to start Carl’s first-ever speaking tour of the UK. Monty 
and Irene White were also interviewed on Revelation TV by Gordon Pettie on the 26th February.

Some of you know about our 1½ minute mini-broadcasts, produced by our sister organisation in America, called “Answers… with Ken 
Ham”. These daily broadcasts feature Mark Looy posing a single question to Ken, who answers it. The broadcasts are widely used as 
fillers on US Christian radio stations, but are also being used by two stations in this country - Day One Radio and Calvary Chapel Radio.
Although Answers in Genesis cannot endorse everything that is broadcast on Christian radio and TV channels, you might be interested to 
know where these various stations can be found.

Alison Greer joins Ministry Section
With the addition of our third speaker, Dr Robin Greer, it was clear that we also needed to expand the Ministry Section. It was an answer to 
prayer that Robin’s wife, Alison, agreed to join us in that capacity.

Alison became a Christian in her late teens. While in the sixth form, she was persuaded 
to do an extra O-level in addition to her A-levels. The O-level was in RE, but the teacher 
assigned to teach it was a maths teacher. He told the class that he was going to be 
teaching them about various different religions starting with Christianity - and that in order 
to understand Christianity they would need to know what a Christian was. So he told them 
his testimony about how he was saved! Now, the children at this girls’ school had a great 
respect for this particular teacher. In an assembly, he was able to quieten a noisy rabble 
of 600 girls with just a few calm words. God was working through this man, and through 
another of Alison’s teachers, who, in teaching about evil men like Hitler, had emphasised 
that her pupils should put themselves in the shoes of those living at that time. Alison had 
already begun to have a great consciousness of sin. So as she listened to this maths 
teacher teaching RE, she heard that being saved meant being saved from Hell. He 
emphasised that we are all sinners and need to accept the salvation that Christ offers 
through prayer. He even invited the girls to pray about this in class. As she did so, Alison 

felt a great sense of change. Where there had previously been a feeling of hopelessness, she now felt a sense of hope.

She was soon challenged about church, and started to attend a Gospel Hall, persuading a friend to accompany her. This friend often 
talked like a Christian, so Alison assumed that she was. But one Sunday, her friend said to her that she realised she was not a Christian, 
and didn’t know what to do. Alison was able to tell her, and that night she was saved.

Alison did not come from a religious family. Soon after her salvation, she asked her mother if she knew what it meant to be saved - and 
explained it to her. Her mother seemed to recall an experience of God from her own youth. The conversation led to her mother starting to 
attend a local Presbyterian Church. Alison’s faith soon spread to her sister, and, via her sister, to her father, who was seriously ill from a 
stroke. Alison sees the hand of God in how He dealt with her family, and how He guided her into her nursing career.

Being married to a pastor carried its own demands, and led to feelings of inadequacy. An example of this is when Alison was asked to be 
president of the church’s Presbyterian Women’s Association, because it was assumed to be the role of the pastor’s wife. At first, she felt 
that all the other women were older and more mature than she was. However, after prayer, she was reminded that the Lord had called and 
equipped her, so she took it on, keeping the meetings as spiritual as possible.

When Robin was called to join Answers in Genesis, Alison also felt a great 
deal of peace about the move to Leicester, from Northen Ireland. Even 
though this meant sacrificing her career, her family, her house and 
everything else she was familiar with, it did not feel like sacrifice, because 
it was God’s will. The type of work she is now doing is new and unfamiliar, 
but she is looking forward to learning the ropes. Like Robin, she is 
personally passionate about our message, calling Christians back to a 
strong belief in the truth of all scripture, and sharing the Gospel of Jesus 
Christ, as first promised to us in Genesis.
