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Dear friends,

People often ask me what we at Answers in Genesis are trying to achieve. | could answer this by quoting our mission statement, our
Annual Report, or an array of statistics. However, this question has made me think about what are the real objects of our ministry.

One of the reasons for the existence of Answers in Genesis is to help Christians have a correct understanding of
the book of Genesis. We show Christians that they can trust what Genesis teaches about the creation and the early
history of the earth — that God created the universe and everything in it in six ordinary days; that the perfect world
that God created was ruined by Adam when he sinned and that Adam’s sin was responsible for the introduction
of sin, suffering and death into the world; that the sedimentary rocks with their billions of fossils are the result of a
universal catastrophic flood that occurred at the time of Noah; and that the different nations and so-called “races”
are the result of the dispersal of people from Babel after God had confused the people by giving them different
languages. A correct worldview will mean that Christians will accept that the Bible is the word of God and that it is true not only about
moral and spiritual issues, but it is true when it is recounting historical events.

Inevitably, we teach against evolution. At Answers in Genesis we believe that the evidence that is used to prove evolution can be
interpreted differently and can be used to support what the Bible teaches about the creation and early history of the earth.

One example will suffice. Charles Darwin noticed that on the Galapagos Islands finches on the different islands had different bills
depending upon their diet and life-style. He proposed that this was as a result of natural selection. Creationists agree with this
interpretation and use it to demonstrate the enormous genetic variation God put into the original created finch kind (Hebrew min). The
finches are still finches — they have not evolved into a different animal or even into another kind of bird. Such variation within a kind
cannot be used to conclude that one kind of animal (eg a dinosaur) can change into another (eg a bird).

Another reason for our existence is evangelistic. Our teaching that Genesis is foundational to an understanding of the world has
implications for non-Christians. When they accept this, they begin to see who the Creator God is and begin to understand that God
hates sin. They see their sinful state before Aimighty God and begin to seek salvation through faith in the death and resurrection of
God's son, the Lord Jesus Christ. We have seen this happen so many times when our speakers have given talks. Sometimes the path
to faith is quick, but often it is slow as in the case of people we have heard of who have come to faith in the last few months as a result
of attending Ken Ham’s meeting at the Waterfront in Belfast in March 2005.

Sadly, there are Christians who do not have a truly Biblical worldview - often they will believe in millions of years with death before
Adam. They believe in evolution and therefore have an unclear view about who Adam was — they often believe that he was some sort
of ape-man in whom God breathed His Spirit. Because of this they will have a mixed up view of salvation — they will believe that Jesus
died for their sins, but will have no concept of the origin of sin or why Jesus had to die for their sins. When they begin to view the
creation and subsequent fall through Biblical glasses, it is as if scales fall from their eyes.

So how do we accomplish our ministry? By speaking at meetings organized by our supporters; by selling our materials which expound
our important message; and by distributing our Updates so that our supporters can uphold us in prayer. Please do remember us in
prayer asking the Lord to enable us to fuffill the objects of our ministry.

It
was during this time that Robin began reading a Gideon New Testament which he had been given as a
student. After eighteen months or so of anguish and conviction of his sin, Robin repented and found the

Saviour in September 1985.

Preparing for the ministry, Robin gained a BD from King’s College, University of Aberdeen.
He was called to the ministry of the Presbyterian Church in Ireland; first, as an assistant
minister at Whiteabbey Presbyterian Church, Newtonabbey, Belfast. He then received a
call to be minister at Tandragee Presbyterian Church in 1992 and was installed in 1993.
Since that time he has obtained two doctorates from the European Theological Seminary,
Birmingham: a PhD in history and a DTh for his thesis on “Evolution: Fact or Fiction”.

Robin met Alison when he was a research student responsible for training nursing students.
He and Alison were married in 1989. Robin has an interest in astronomy and is a Fellow of
the Astronomical Society. His rich and varied scientific and theological backgrounds make us
excited to have him as a speaker for AiG. Most importantly Robin has a passion to see pre-
cious souls come to saving knowledge in the Lord Jesus Christ.
