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T
here is a growing tension in churches between many lay
people and their leadership concerning the Bible’s historical
account of origins.  Our supporters and friends often struggle
to understand why so many Christian churches, organisations

AiG—‘If the Church did its job
properly, we’d be out of a job!’

and leaders become annoyed about the stand that AiG takes on the
interpretation of the early chapters of Genesis—especially about
the six days of  Creation.

One reason is that many evangelical pastors have been taught
by Bible Colleges that have compromised the Scriptures.  Today,
so many Colleges want their qualifications recognised and validated
by secular universities.  In order to achieve this, they have to have
their curricula vetted by the academia of the university, who are
usually atheistic evolutionists, and who do not even believe the
Scriptures!  Thus the teaching that the Bible is the infallible Word
of God is compromised.

Such Bible Colleges generally adopt a mantle of ‘tolerance of
many views’ on Genesis.  We have been told that one leading UK
Bible College adopts the view that theistic evolution is the popular
view, and therefore the College will teach this view until another
popular view arises.  In practice, this so-called ‘tolerance of many
views’ ends up being intolerant of the view that Genesis means
what it says.  They regard this as ‘just another doctrinal issue’ like
baptism, tongues, prophecy, and so on.  However, the origins issue
is about ‘big picture’ things, like the origin of sin and death—the
whole Christian worldview of a good world ruined by sin, await-
ing redemption to a sinless, deathless state.  It is at the heart of the
modern struggle over Biblical authority and, as even atheists have
pointed out, is foundational to the Gospel.

However, no Bible College would say of prophecy, for exam-
ple, that ‘anything goes’ in that area.  They properly draw the line
somewhere, based on the words of Scripture.  The Christian public
deserves more than just some fuzzy statement that such and such
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Bible College ‘believes in Creation’ and allows
a ‘range of views’.  It has a right to know where
a College ‘draws the line’ on the Bible’s his-
tory.  Does it allow for the view that death and
suffering existed before the Fall?  Sadly, most
have compromised, even though they are not
often ‘up front’ about it.

We would once again urge all potential
students who want to know what a College is
really prepared to take a stand on, to ask them
to fill out one of our general questionnaires
(free at <www.AnswersInGenesis.org/
questionnaires>).  Words today in ‘evangelical-
speak’ jargon often do not mean the same to
all users, which is why specifically worded
questions are important.

We have had ‘distress calls’ from students
at ‘conservative’ Colleges, saying their faith
was ‘drowning’ and worse.  Let me share with
you a really sad story told to us by Warwick
Armstrong of AiG Australia.  It concerns a
young practising homosexual who became a

Christian through the AiG ministry.  He im-
mediately renounced his former lifestyle, mar-
ried and later entered a Bible College as a re-
joicing, victorious believer.  Some time later,
Warwick followed up on him.  Tragically, he
had gone back to his old ways, plus now he
had a drinking problem.  Why?  He said that
his Bible College taught him that the literal
Creation account was wrong—that which ulti-
mately led him to faith was a lie!  Confused,
saddened and not knowing what to believe
anymore, he left the College (which had a
‘creationist’ statement of faith), his own faith
in tatters.

So, in a perfect world, AiG shouldn’t need
to exist—we would be glad to be out of a job.
But as long as a denial of the inerrancy of
Scripture continues—and with your ongoing
support—we will continue to ‘Uphold the
authority of the Bible from the very first verse!’

Breaking ground—both sides of the border
twenties, but had not both-
ered to listen properly to
any sermon she had ever
heard.  However, while lis-
tening to Monty’s talk on
‘Genesis and the Real World’, she said she was
challenged to think about what the Bible actu-
ally teaches and what she really believed.

On each radio interview, Monty told how
he had been converted from atheism to Chris-
tianity, and shared about the vision of AiG.  It
was also a real joy for him to meet several peo-
ple who were converted as a result of attend-
ing Ken Ham’s meetings in Belfast a few years
ago.  Creation evangelism works!

Monty will be ministering again in Ireland
next October—see our Web site for details at
that time.  It is because of your support that
AiG is able to undertake such vital ministry.
