While still dealing
with the feedback and fallout from Ken Ham’s (some-
what controversial) tour, the Lord has opened remark-
able opportunities for AiG ministry in mainland Eu-
rope. Over the next few months, we will be present-
ing the life-changing Creation/Gospel message in
countries such as: Bulgaria, The Czech Republic, The
Netherlands, Poland, Sweden, Switzerland, Austria
and Germany. Phew!

Many in these countries are so
desperate for the truth and author-
ity of the Bible, especially those pre-
viously indoctrinated with atheistic
‘scientific’ communism. It’sa ‘bold
step’, but how can we refuse when
we know we can make a difference
to peoples’ lives, like Mitzi S. who
wrote:

‘... I had many questions. | did
not know how to research to find
these answers. So instead, |
thought I would hold on in faith,
praying that one day God would
answer my questions. AND HE HAS...through
your ministry. | can’t get enough of your publica-
tions and | have a burning desire to share it with
others. Thank you for your love for the Lord Je-
sus and for all your hard work. There are many
people who want the truth, and others who just
need to hear it. | have been blessed by your min-
istry and believe | can now give words to why |
believe what I believe.’

Please support us in prayer, particularly as we deal
with the language barriers, different interpreters,
travel and accommaodation logistics. And can you
imagine how wonderful it is for these folk to see AiG
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materials in their own languages? Translation work
is a very time-consuming and expensive exercise,
but one that you can support financially, too.
