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A vehement old-earther wrote in and claimed that ��a twenty-
four [hour] understanding of the creation days was never stated
explicitly by Jesus�� So does Jesus anywhere actually say

that He created everything in six ordinary (approx. 24 hour) days?
When confronted with such a question, most Christians would auto-

matically go to the New Testament to read the recorded words of Jesus
to see if such a statement occurs. Now when we search the New Testa-
ment Scriptures, we certainly find many interesting statements Jesus
made that relate to this issue. For instance:
1. �But from the beginning of the creation God made themmale and

female� (Mark 10:6), makes it clear that Jesus taught the creation was
young, as Adam and Eve existed �from the beginning��not billions of
years after the universe and Earth came into existence.
2. �Do not think that I will accuse you to the Father; there is one who

accuses you,Moses, in whom you trust. For if you had believedMoses,
you would have believed me, for he wrote of me.� (John 5:45�46). In
this passage, Jesus makes it clear that He expects us to believe what
Moses wrote. And in Exodus 20:11, Moses states: �For in six days the
LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested
the seventh day: therefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, andmade it
holy.� This is the basis of the seven-day week�six days work and one
day rest. Obviously, this passage is talking about a total of seven literal
days based on the creation week of six literal days of work and one
literal day of rest.
In Luke 13:14, after Jesus healed a person on the Sabbath, the ruler

of the synagogue said, �There are six days in which men ought to work:
in them therefore come and be healed, and not on the sabbath day.� The
Sabbath day here was obviously an ordinary day, and the six days of
work were also ordinary days. This teaching is based on the Law of
Moses, as recorded in Exodus 20, where we find the ten
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commandments�the six day Creation Week
being a basis for the Fourth Commandment.
But are there any passages that explicitly

say that Jesus created everything in six days?

Jesus Christ...Creator of all things
I believe there are. After all, Jesus is the

second person of theGodhead, and has always
existed. Colossians 1makes it clear that Jesus
Christ, the Son of God, was the one who
created all things: �For all things were created
by Him, the things in the heavens, and the
things on the earth, the visible and the invisible,
whether thrones or dominions or principalities
or powers, all thingswere created throughHim
and for Him. And He is before all things, and
by Him all things consist.� (Col. 1:16-17).
We are also told how Jesus created: �By

the word of the Lord the heavens were made;
and all the host of them by the breath of his
mouth�For he spoke, and it was done; he
commanded, and it stood fast (Psalm 33:6,9).
We know that Jesus is called �the Word�:

�In the beginningwas theWord, and theWord
was with God, and the Word was God. ... All
things were made by him; and without him
was not any thing made that was made� (John
1:1).
So Jesus, who is the Word, created by

speaking everything into existence. Now,
consider Exodus 20:1: �And God spoke all

thesewords, saying� . � As Jesus is theWord,
this must be a reference to the pre-incarnate
Christ speaking toMoses. As we know, there
are a number of appearances of Christ in the
Old Testament�called �theophanies.�
John 1:18 states: �No one has seen God at

any time; the Only-begotten Son, who is in the
bosom of the Father, He has declared Him.�
There is no doubt, with rare exceptions, that
the pre-incarnate Christ did the speaking to
Adam, Noah, the patriarchs, Moses, etc.

‘For in six days...
Now, when the Creator God spoke, as

recorded in Exodus 20:1, what did He (Jesus)
say? As we read on, we find this statement:
�For in six days the LORD made heaven and
earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested
on the seventh day�� Yes, Jesus did explicitly
say He created in six days.
Not only this, but the one who spoke the

words �six days� also wrote them down for
Moses: �And the LORD delivered to me two
tablets of stone written with the finger of God
... .� (Deut. 9:10).
Jesus said clearly He created in six days,

and He even did something He didn�t do with
most of Scripture�Hewrote it downHimself.

Now how more authoritative can you get
than that?                                                ❑
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I have been in post for almost a year and the
growth of this vital ministry amazes me. We
praise God for this and look to Him for further
opportunities to spread the Creation-Gospel
message.
I am amazed when I consider where AiG

staff haveministered during the last year. We
have conducted four major ministry tours�
Tas Walker in September/Oc-
tober when we went to
churches in London, Leicester,
Bridgnorth, Chester, Edin-
burgh and a number of
churches and groups in North-
ern Ireland; David Menton in
November when we went to
fellowships and churches in
Brighton, Herne Bay, Plymouth, Bristol,
Bath, Swindon and Barry (SouthWales); Ken
Ham in April when we went to churches in
Crawley, Sunderland and Westminster; and
finally in June, another tour with DavidMen-
tonwhenwewent to churches in Ireland, both
north and south of the border.
Taswas interviewed on the radio inNorth-

ern Ireland, as was David. Ken was inter-
viewed for a number of radio and television

programmes and some of
these interviews have al-
ready been transmitted and
as a result people have been
contacting us for literature.
Ken also ministered to the
Christian Police Associa-
tion in Cobalt Square, Lon-

don, and at New Scotland Yard.
I myself have been to over 30 different

churches and fellowships�as far north as
Haddington in Scotland, as far south as
Brighton, as far east as Huntingdon, and as
far west as Aberystwyth (or if you include
Northern Ireland, as far west as Omagh and

Londonderry). I have also given talks at two
Bible Colleges�the London Bible College
and the State Independent Theological Uni-
versity of Basel, Switzerland. I have also
spoken at the Assemblies of God Conference
that was held in Prestatyn, North Wales, the
Christian Police Association at Cobalt Square
in London, and the famous Rugby School.

Irene and I have also been
interviewed on Christian Vi-
sion Radio. The interview
about how we became Chris-
tians and why we believe in
Creation was transmitted into
Central Africa. On top of all
this, I spent aweek in theUSA
on AiG business and a long

weekend in Spain accompanying Ken Ham
on ministry in and around Valencia.
The literature and video distribution has

also increased by about 20% compared to the
previous 12 months. We have employed an
extra member of staff, Eunice, on a part-time
basis, who helpsAdrianwith the ever-increas-
ing demands in the despatch of resources.
With Philip�s appointment we have had

to rearrange the office and we now cannot ex-
pand further in our current rented building.
We have a lease on this property for the next
three years. However, we may need more
space before the lease expires. Please pray
that we will know the Lord�s will concerning
our future accommodation needs.
Finally, I want to thank those of you who

support us prayerfully and financially. Please
continue to do so in order to enable us to pro-
claim to all that they can trust
the Bible from the very first
verse.

large or small. We
want to help peo-
ple to have confi-
dence in what the Bible teaches �from the very
first verse�, so that they will be better equipped
to reach out to the �lost� whom they meet. We
also want to show people from the absolute
truth of God�s Word, that death is a result of
Adam�s sin, but there is new life to be had
through the sacrificial death of the Lord Jesus
Christ (the second Adam).

Friend of AiG and con-
tributor to Creation
magazine,1 Prof. Andy
McIntosh2 ministered to
over 1,500 people in the
USA, July 27�Aug. 14.
Meetings included a
creation conference held at the
University of Washington, and
services in Portland and Seattle.
After Andy�s talk onDesign

someone asked what Andy
would do if God told him that
He had indeed taken aeons to
create the world and that the
young-age idea was wrong.
Andy replied that he would ask
the Lord to show him in the
Bible where he (Andy) had got
it wrong. This highlighted the
point that the issue is the au-
thority of Scripture and the fact
that God never speaks contrary
to His writtenWord.
At one church the computer

overheated and seized up about
4 times during the presentation.
Andy took questions when he
was trying to get the machine to
work. It was a graphic illus-
tration of how God�s designed
machine (Andy) worked better

than man�s designed
machine (computer)!
Afterwards a man inter-
ested in theGospel came
forward and others asked
questions privately.
A man had difficult-

ies with a young timescale for
the Earth. It soon became appar-
ent that he had problems with
taking the Bible at face value.
He was evidently a believer but
was reduced to arguing that
words didn�t mean what they
said, e.g. �dust� didn�tmean dust,
�death� didn�t mean death and
�day� didn�t mean day. Andy
referred him to 1 Cor. 15 where
a direct comparisonwith the first
man bringing death and the last
Adam bringing life is made. He
went away thoughtful, but the
discussion was a graphic illus-
tration of the way modern com-
mentators (whom this man had
read avidly) have created a snare
for believers.
Andy greatly valued a visit

to Mt St Helens and Spirit Lake
with its still-existing log mat
formed 20 years ago. Andy
says, �We looked at the power
of one little volcano and
imagined that being multiplied
in number and force during the
Flood and were awed�.
