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Genesisand world missions

I vividly remember that at age 10, I attended a youth
rally in Australia, where the evangelist challenged us to be
missionaries for the Lord. I went forward that evening to
declare that I wanted the Lord to use me as a missionary.

Little did I know that 18 years later, the Lord would lead
me to leave my teaching position and become a full-time
worker in the creation ministry.

Then thirteen years ago, my wife Mally and I were
intensely burdened to leave our family and friends in Aus-
tralia to become “missionaries to America” — a country we
saw that was losing its Biblical foundation.

I had grown up observing my parents supporting mission
organizations around the world, and giving sacrificially to
their missionaries. What a heart they had for reaching the
world with the gospel. In Australia, they started Sunday
schools and brought evangelists to various towns.

This kind of background has given me such a burden to
reach out to the world with the saving gospel message.

Did you know that there are over 6,700 distinct languages
in the world (not counting dialects)? Did you know

that about two-thirds of these languages (many of which
number over a million speakers) still do not have any
portions of Scripture?

And I'm sure many of us know that evolution is taught to
them as fact in most of their education systems.

Answers in Genesis has a very active missions program
(e.g., translations; Web sites; international speakers) to take
the creation/gospel message to the nations of the world.
And what is the Biblical basis for such an outreach?

I believe we could say that world evangelization was God’s
“heartbeat” from the very beginning. God told Adam

and Eve to be fruitful and multiply
and fill the Earth. The command to
be fruitful and multiply, however, was
not merely a physical one (i.e., having
children), but also a spiritual one.

One of the primary purposes of marriage
is given in the Old Testament: And did
He not make you one? Yet the vestige of the
Spirit is in him. And what of the one? He
was seeking a godly seed...(Malachi 2:15).
In other words, the importance of mar-
riage is to produce godly offspring. So we
could say that the command for “spiritual
reproduction” was given to the first man
and woman.

Because of the entrance of sin, how-
ever, and the consequence of man’s
separation from God, how could there

be godly offspring?

Now in Genesis, we read where the
gospel message necessary for “spiritual
reproduction” was first introduced:
And I will put enmity between you and
the woman, and between your seed and
her Seed; He will bruise your head, and
you shall bruise His heel (Genesis 3:15).

We, of course, now understand this to
be the message of Christ’s death and

resurrection.

But how was God going to bring about
the fulfillment of this promise? Actu-
ally, this is also clearly stated in Gen-
esis: And 1 will bless those that bless you
and curse the one who curses you. And

in you shall all families of the earth be
blessed (Genesis 12:3). Here we under-
stand that God chose one family as
part of His plan to restore God’s rela-

tionship with His people — a relation-
ship that was destroyed by Adam’s sin
of rebellion in the Garden.

The Abrahamic covenant clearly stated
that God would use Abraham’s family
to bring blessing to the entire world.
That blessing was the God-man, Jesus
Christ, who Himself said: ... Go into all
the world, proclaim the gospel to all the
creation (Mark 16:15).

So when we think about missions, we
need to understand that the reason for
missions--and the need to proclaim the
gospel throughout the world--was first
introduced in Genesis. Genesis not only
describes the literal events which caused
creation to fall (and without which the
gospel makes no sense), it also reveals to
us something of how God was going to
restore His estranged creation.

In obedience to this Scriptural admo-
nition, Answers in Genesis has a very
active missions program. Translators
around the world are busy translating
our materials into many languages.

We are also using the Internet to pro-
vide an increasing amount of material
to different language groups.

AiG also has an active speaking minis-
try throughout Europe, based in Eng-
land. In fact, I will be in England

for two weeks next month, helping our
Leicester office aggressively reach out.

AiG supports a full-time “creation evan-
gelist” in Japan (Mr. Nao Hanada).

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Flood theory by Titanic’s Ballard doesn’t float!

Robert Ballard is famous for uncover-
ing many shipwrecks, including the
luxury liner Titanic. He’s in the
news again, this time for claiming
that he has found evidence that sup-
ports Noah’s Flood. Before anyone
gets too excited about Ballard’s con-
clusions, it needs to be pointed out
that he really has no respect for the
literal record in the Bible, and his
conclusions only support a regional,
not world-wide Flood.

Ballard led a team to the Black Sea.
About 550 feet below the surface,
they found evidence of a “sudden,
catastrophic flood around 7,500 years
ago — the possible source of the Old
Testament story of Noah.”

Then using radiocarbon dating, they
determined that the remains of the
freshwater mollusks found on this
submerged beach were 7,500 years
old, and that the saltwater species
were only 6,900 years old. *

Ballard said, “What we wanted to do
is prove to ourselves that it was the

biblical flood.” But was he really?

Columbia University geologists Wil-
liam Ryan and Walter Pitman, who
had predicted where this shoreline
would be found in the Black Sea,
describe the flood as follows: “The
Black Sea was created when melting
glaciers raised the sea level until the

sea breached a natural dam at what is
now the Bosporus, the strait that sepa-
rates the Mediterranean Sea from the
Black Sea. An apocalyptic deluge fol-
lowed, inundating the freshwater lake
below the dam, submerging thousands
of square miles of dry land.”

We agree that they indeed have found
evidence for a huge flood in the Black Sea
area. But we do not support their claim
that this was Noah’s Flood. You see, in
order to justify their assertion, they declare
that the record of Noah’s Flood in the
Bible is just a myth. They say the flood
“myth” originated from a real event (their
Black Sea flood), but that it has been
grossly distorted as it was relayed by word
of mouth, before eventually being written
down in the Old Testament.

Bottom line: There is no reason to
believe that Ballard’s Black Sea Flood was
Noah’s Flood. Instead, it was most likely a
regional, catastrophic after-effect of Noah’s
Flood. This is just another attempt to
undermine the integrity of the Bible.
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Another scientist joins staff of A:G

Due in part to the increasing fervor
by evolutionists to mock and attack
creationists, Answers in Genesis has
been gradually adding more scientists
and researchers to its world-wide staff
to counter the evolutionist propaganda
effort.

Halt the O’Hair hoax!

The rumor that atheist Madalyn
Murray O’ Hair is petitioning the
Federal Communications Commission
(FCC) to stop religious broadcasting
continues to make the rounds.

Unfortunately, many Christians are
responding in fear without checking
out the story. In fact, the FCC is
receiving about a million signatures
on petitions each year protesting her
alleged threat. It is a hoax, and we ask
that you stop the rumor if you hear it.
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The 20th century —

a century of
evolutionary humanism!

Many recent polls have been con-
ducted to rank the major news stories
of the 20th century. On many of
these lists, we've noted that numerous
events reflect a strong connection to the
influence of evolutionary humanism.
Evolutionary philosophies, for example,
have fostered genocide and abortion.
Fundamental to these holocausts of the
century is the lack of belief in the
authority of the Bible, which leads
predictably to horrible atrocities.

One poll conducted by the magazine
“USA Weekend” saw tens of thousands
of Americans respond with their picks
for the top 100 events of the 1900s.

In September, we reported that the
Scopes trial — in our minds a “top-ten”
turning point in American history, due
to the resulting distrust of the reliabil-
ity and authority of the Bible — was
ranked only 99 out of 100.

By the end of the year, and after making
this observation in our newsletter, the
Scopes trial jumped 24 places.

Sadly, the influence of the church in
America has been in general decline
since the 1925 “monkey trial.”

Many of the polls had frivolous results,
including one that saw a large block
of votes from young adults who deter-
mined that the Titanic sinking —
highly popularized through a 1997
movie — was number 11, ahead of
such tumultuous events as D-Day and

World War I!
